Temperature gage

This gauge displays the lemperature of the
angine coxlant. The pointer should nor-
mally be in the maddle of the gauge.

If the temperalure gauge neadlis
approeches the red section (this may ooour
when the ambient lemperature is
exiremely high ar at very high engine
loads), the highes! possible gear should be
seleciad to reduce the engine speed as
much 8& pogsible. Avoid changing down. If
the peinter should move into the red sec-
fion in epite of these measures, stop the
car and let the engine idle.

If the neadle moves inle the red saction
repeatedly, stop as $00n as possible and
chack the coalant lewvel, Turbe models:
Check whether the CHECK RADIATOR
LEVEL warning lamp lights up. This indi-
cates thet the coolant level in the expan-
sion 1ank s low.

Rear fog light

The rear fog light on the Saab 9000 CD s
lncated in the lefi-hand lamp an e ool
lid. On the Saat 9000 C5 model, the rear
fog light is incorparated in the full-width
light panel between the rear light dustars.
It is switched on by means af the satch on
the instrument panel. The rear fog light
cperalas anly when the headlights are on
The rear fog light goas oul whan you
switch off the engine. When the angineg has
been started, you will have to press the
rear fog light switch 1o tum on the rear fog
Eght again.

Make sure that you are familiar with the
law regarding the use of rear fog lights.

neing used. This controlled form of
wnocking followed by a reduction in the
~harging pressure marely indicates
hat the APC system is working nor-
mally, and is perfectly safe for the
angine.

However, if constant knocking ocours
pvary tima a load is put on the engine,
thiz indicates a malfunction in the sys-
lem and the car should be taken to an
authorized Saab workshop.

Important considerations for cars
with catalytic converter

IMPORTANT

Use only unleaded petrol. Use of leaded
petrol will damage the catalyst and oxy-
gen sensor and drastically reduce the
parformance of the device.

The catalylic convarter is an exhausl-
emission control device incorporated in the
exhaust system. It consists of a honey-
comb ceramic insart, the cells of which
have their walls coated with catalytic mate-
rial (platinum and rhodiurm).

To ensure that the catalytic converter func-
tions properly and to avoid damage to the
active constituents of the catalyst, the fol-
lowing points must be observed:

rnounted downstream from the regular
wirg-oparaied butierfy. When the car is
maving and the wheels are nol spénning,
the TGS butterfly mimics the regular butter-
[ty due fo the fact that it = controlled from
tha TCS contrefier. The TCS system's con-
traller senses whether or ned either of the
two front wheels is rofating faster than the
rear wheels. If so, the electronically con-
Tredied bulterfly is closed sufficiently 1o
causs tha front wheels to rotate al tha
same speed as the rear wheels,

The advantages of the Traction Contral
System will be most apparent when friction
conditions baneath the front wheels are so
low that one or both of therm rtabe faster
than the rear wheels. For example:

* When starfing and accelerating in slip-
pery condilfons (amy wheelspin ks coun-
teracied). This system also functions
when the car is in reverse gear

* When cornering {if the inner driving
wheel rotates faster than the rear
wheels, the slectronically contraolled
throttle buttedly will modulate the thratthe
to evoid wheelspin).

During the running-in perdod of 3000-3000
miles (S000-7000 km), e fuel consump-
fign may De higher than what is normal.

Weather conditions

Fuel consumption may be as much as 10%
better in summer than in winter. Fuel con-
sumption is higher in cold weather owing to
thie langer time it takeas for the angine to
reach narmal lemperaiuns and for the
iransrmission and whesl bearings 1o warm
up. Fual aconomy is also affected by the
digtance drivan: shorl fips no longer than
3-5 miles [5-8 km) do not give the engine
suflicient time to reach ite normal running
temperature. Stromg winds can also alfect
fuel consumption. Read the graph as fal-
lowms:

ray e G0-800% higher than normal.

Driving technique

Driving &t high speed and frequent acceler-
ation, braking and gear changing all
inGrdass fuel consumption, wheress
gmooth diving will reduce it. Since engine
revvalufions ara higher in the low gears al 4
given road speed, frequent or prolonged
driving in low gears will increase fuel con-
sumiptian.

For this reason, always change up toa
higher gear as soon as the raffic condi-
figns alkow and drive in high gear for as
long as possible.

Praclical frials on the roads have demosn-
strated that substantial savings in fuel con-
sumplicn can be made if thess tips are
follovwed.

» A roof rack reduces the asradynamic
sfficiency of the car and thus increases
fuel consumption, Remaove the roof rack
wihen not in use.

Driving in winter
weather

Bafora driving off in cold waather, chack
thiat the wiper blades have not become fro-
zen to the glass,

Brush away any snow from He air intake
for the heating syastem and, in axtremely
cald weathar, apply suitable lubricant
(rmohybdanum disulphide ail) o e door
lock io prevent its freazing. I the lock has
frozen, take care not 1o break the key when
trying to unbock il. Heat the key first or
apply same de-iging agent b i,

Mow and agasn when refualling in the win-
ter, add fuel additives to prevent any con-
densaticn in the fuel tank from freezing and
disrupting the fusl supply. Ta keep down
the risk of condenszation, ksep the fusl fank
full.

VWhen the culside temperatura is balow
freezing point and the car is parked out-
doora, fusel additives like "carburattor spir-
its" (methylaied spirits or denatured
aleahol) will have no eflect as ary waler in
the fuel fank will freeze fo ice. Condensa-
fion is causad by temperature changes,
@ithir in the ambdent alr of as a result of the
car baing parked alternately in a heated
garage and ouidoors.

It is particularty important when the roads
are slippery that the brakes and tyres are in
good condilion,

The car is fitbed with Iyras which provide
excaptional grip on Both wet and dry roads,

alhaugh this has been achieved al lhe
axpense of somewhat reduced grip on
snow and lce. For driving in these cond.
tions, we therelore recommend that special
wintar tyras be fithed.

These provide the best grip on icy roads,
especially if fitted with studs,

I winder tyras are to ba used, the same
ype of tyre must be fitted to all four
wheels, Your kocal Saab dealer will be
pleasad o advise you of suslable byres.

If your car has automalfic tranamission and
youl inbend to use snow chains, the car
should first be equipped with The winter
tyrea recommended in the Technical data’
section.

Whean the car s
e, wash the body by hand using cold
water and a brush attachment on the end
of a hosa, During the first flve ar gix
mants, before the paintwork has hard-
aned prapery, envcid automanic car
washes, Theresfier usa a car shampoo
addad o lukewarm waber

Bird droppings should ba washed off as
soon as possible because they may cause
digeoloration which is dfficult to ramove by
polishing.

Roed tar can be remaved with a cloth
rraistenad with white sgarit, Awvald sirong
cleankng agenis, since Thesa may dry out
the paint. Tar solvents should not be used
ko weash the front and rear lght clustar
lenses, since they may cause cracking of
ihe lenses.

The wndarbody also needs washing regu-
karly, and this should be dome exdra thor-
oughly at the and of winter. Clean the
ungerbedy thorawughly by hand if the car is
usualty washed in an automatic car wash
without spacial facilities for underbody
cleaning.

Camaged paintwork should be treatad as
s00n &% it |5 discoverad. The sooner it is
treated the less willl ba the rigk of corfesion
starting.

Damage 1o paintwork after the car has
bean involved Ir a collision is wsually
exiansive and can only be properly
restored by professionals.

However, you can deal yourself with chips
in the paintwaork caused by stones thrown
up fror the road as well as minar .
seratches. The nacessary tooks and malerk
als, such as brushes, louch-up paint and
primer, are available from your Saab
deales,

In the case of minos flaws in the palntwor,
whre the metal has not been exposed and
an undamaged layer of paint ramains,
boueh-ug paint can usually be apglied
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direct after any dirt hes been soraped avay
with a knife-point.

If the metal has been exposed and corro-
sion hag starbed, all surface rust must be
geraped off using & knife-paint. Il possible,
{he entire damaged area should be
scraped to tha bare metal. The metal
should then be primed with fwo thin coals
of primer applied with a brush, The top coat
should then be applied in several thin lay-
ors until the surface of the damaged area ia
lewvel with the surrounding paintwaork.

The pnmer and iowch-up paint mast both
bax slifred thorcughly before use. Allow
aach coal of paint to dry before applying
the nexl coat,

Two-coat paint

Az the name implies, wo-coat paint ie
appdied in two opesations. The first coat -
the base paint - contains the pigment -
sl flakas and binder. The second cogt
congisls of a clear varmish which provides
I linal ghoss for the paintwork and pro-
bects the base paint from molstere and
environmental pollutants.

To touch-up paintwaork chipped by stones,
procead as follows: Thoroughly clean the
area and then apply the primer, base paint
and fimally the clear varmish. To achisve
the best finish, apply the primer in two ar
fhree coats,

Anti-corrosion
treatment

The entire car is corrosion-proteciad at the
factory in different stages with electrolytic
paint, primer, a polyester-based protective
coating against alones flung up by the
wheals and thin penefrating anti-rust oil in
caviliea and body membars,

Some metal bodywork parts are parly gal-
vanized.

The anfi-corrosion treatment on the undear-
slde of the car and insids the wheel arches
i% parficularly exposed to wear and possi-
ble damage, the degras of which will obwi-
cugy dapend on driving conditions, Dir
and, more espacialfy, salt thrown up Trom
thix road can than initiate cormosion

i is tharefore advisable 1o make a habit of
hasing down the underbody and checking
the anti-corrosion reatment. Even whils
the car is covered by the corrosion war-
ranty, you are still responsible for having
the maintained normally, which indudes
touching-up any damage.
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After the underbody has been hosad clean
and allewed to dry, apply wscows antl- cor-
resion cil io any worn or damaged areas,
using a spray applicator or paintbrush,
Even after the comosion warranty has
expired, it is in your own interast to mains-
kain the anti-corrosion treafmsent and
assura your car of long-term protection,
Seams in the body and doors are particu-
larly vulnerable to the onset of extemal eor-
rasion caused by dirt and road salt and on
the inside by molsture not least conden-
eate. Keep the seams cloan and, af thi first
sign of corrosion, reat the affected area
with & thin anti-corrosion oil by means of a
spray applicalor or brush. F necessary,
conault Your Saab warkshop.
